Overview

Over 1,400 Weatherization professionals attended the U.S. Department of
Energy’s 2007 National Weatherization Training Conference, which took
place December 9 — 12, 2007. The conference brought together technical,
administrative, financial, and management staff. Classroom-style workshops,
technical demonstrations and hands-on training, plenary sessions, and various
social gatherings enabled participants to share expertise and experiences,
give and receive technical training, and explore ideas that will strengthen the
future of the Program.

Conference Agenda

Over the course of 2007, a Planning Committee represented by local, state,
and federal agencies, a national laboratory, associations, and contractors
developed a four-day agenda. The agenda included eighteen Pre-Conference
sessions, ranging from ninety minutes to eight hours and eighty-nine Core
Conference sessions. Conference topics encompassed health and safety,
audits, program management, diagnostics, and much more.

In addition to classroom sessions, the agenda included plenary sessions
and four 45-minute intervals of Programmatic, Technical, and Exhibitor
Demonstrations resulting in over one hundred “mini-sessions.” The “Tech
Fair” as it is often known as, was a tremendous success that enabled
conference participants to get a taste for several different topics.
